AN ACT to further amend “The General
Loan and Inscribed Stock Act, 1884.”

[ Assented to, 1st February, 1892.]

E it enacted by the Queen’s Most Excellent Majesty, by and
with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and Preamble.
Legislative Assembly of Western Australia, in this present Parlia-
ment assembled, and by the authority of the same, as follows —

1. THE moneys to be remitted to London under the provisions

the concurrence in writing of the Governor-in-Council, and the
twenty-fifth section of the Principal Act shall beread accordingly.

L 2. THIS Act may be cited as “ The General Loan and Inscribed
